	Psychodrama in cancer
	 
	 
	 

	Psycho-oncological studies suggest psychological influences on cancer. Experiential interventions -with oncologically experienced therapists- and problem focused coping seem more likely to affect survival than cognitive restructuring. We have observed shifts toward autonomy, emotional expressiveness, more meaningful social relationships and access to essential activities and experiences prior to so called 'spontaneous' tumour regression. Psychodrama is a promising method to simulate and stimulate such process. Sociodrama as a method for Encounter
Sociodrama is the science for peace, where we totally aim for Moreno`s ultimate vision, deepening the concepts of co- creativity, co-unconscious, spontaneity, encounter, tele and action-research. The objective of this workshop is to demonstrate encounter methods, to find problem solving for common problems and to develop commitment toward common goals in groups, understanding the truth of the group in its co-conscious and co-unconscious reality. We will present both a theoretical and methodological framework. The theory has to do with sociometry, sociodynamics and sociatry. The methodology has to do with psychodrama, sociodrama, sociometry and axiodrama. The main techniques we use are: spectograms, axiograms, axiodramas, sociometry, subgrouping, sculptures, group role-reversal, role-play, re-weaving (Brazilian technique), wheel of memories, use of objects/toys as symbolic representation, psychodrama techniques, incognito auxiliaries, playback theatre, music, dance, games, encountering with different group criteria.
We  are more and more interested in Moreno`s Vision that a truly therapeutic procedure should aim nothing less than the whole mankind and believe more and more in the power of  sociatry, the healing of social systems, in small and large groups, in community and society.

Jungian Psychodrama On Dreams And Active Imagination As A Tool For Conflict Resolution In Transcultural Groups 

Jungian psychodrama is a theory of psychodramatic technique, articulated in a complex model of conduction and observation. It derives from Jung’s analytical theory on dreams, from his concepts of the personal and collective unconsciousness, of archetypal images and individuation as well as S.H. Foulkes’ concepts of the net and the personal and basic matrix. 

The conductor will provide a brief explanation of the theory behind Jungian Psychodrama and then a more consistent experiential part will follow. The conductor will demonstrate how to play dreams belonging to different categories: symbolic dreams, visio dreams, nightmares, oracle dreams, recurring dreams and social dreams. The conductor will also present new warming up techniques - suitable for transcultural as well as organizational 

work - integrating Moreno’s sociometry and Jungian active imagination exercises. He will demonstrate the dream incubation technique according to the ancient medicine of Aesclepion and the utilization of opening and closing rituals.  Two or three dreams will be played according to the Jungian model in which different protagonists play on the scene. The conductor will also present and play virtual scenes associated to dreams if they emerge. 

After the final sharing, there will be an observation which will communicate the sense of the dreams which have been played, using a narrative style. It will enrich the plays with mythopoeic amplifications and will try to connect individual themes to the group’s collective unconsciousness as well as to the transcultural themes of the FEPTO Conference. 
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
